Oncology Training Program for ASL Interpreters 

UCSD, NAD, and Gallaudet University are working on a newly funded research project to define the 

ASL vocabulary that is already available to use in discussions of cancer control and care.  The part-

nership will then start to identify those words/terms in the English vocabulary that do not have a 

universally accepted term in ASL.  The next step will be to identify ASL options for those terms and 

gain consensus on which of the terms are the best option(s).
